Anyone coming to the clinics should bring their Health Card and Driver’s Licence (if 
applicable). If you do not have either of these cards, you will still be able to receive 
the vaccine.  
 
Although reports of H1N1 cases are declining, Dr. Klassen said, “Our local 
surveillance is showing a decline in Perth County influenza activity, however there is 
still quite a bit in the Greater Toronto Area, as well as other areas of Canada and the 
world. As a result, there is still benefit in people being vaccinated.”
